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Bolt Head Bunker Day, Sunday 30th August 2010 by Chris Howell

Following the blown out event at the beginning of May, there was some welcome fine weather forecasted for
the August Bank Holiday weekend. However, on the Sunday morning we were again awakened to blustery
winds and some ominous showers. The bunker was opened and the catering van up and cooking but the
numbers of visiting aircraft were well down on expected with the most adventurous flight being from South
Wales by Rod Griffin in Aeronca Super Chief G-BRCW, a very well know aircraft owned for many years by
Reg McComish.

With 30 knot winds at 1,000 ft we were surprised to welcome Alec Janaway in his delightful Escapade G-
MCUB and Peter Gristwood made a guest appearance in his Robin DR220 G-BUTH, making a total of 8
visiting aircraft. Sadly but wisely, Rob and Charlie with their Tiger Moth decided to stay at Dunkeswell.

We enjoyed a very busy day in the bunker, the purpose of the open day being to raise funds towards
covering the costs of the recent restoration work which has amounted to over £3,000. There are now fully
functioning lavatories and lighting in all parts of the bunker including the BBC Studio. Our local newspaper
will be running a series of articles detailing the very extensive history of the wartime airfield, the radar station
and the cold war bunker.

Below are a couple of photographs, one showing the RAF Hope Cove GCI Happidrome operations block,
operational from 1941 to 1945 with a range of 90 miles, and also the Type 7 Radar which was operating
right through the second world war and up to the departure of the RAF in 1958. The current airstrip runs
directly through the spot where the Type 7 was situated and there maybe still an underground control room
above which the radar was sighted!

Our local MP, Sarah Wollaston, visited us on Sunday and has since sent letters of support for the bunker
museum project and the hangar planning application.

Due to the high winds on Sunday, the fabulous weather that did materialise on the Bank Holiday Monday
attracted several visitors and it was a great delight to welcome Charlie in Tiger Moth G-ALNA who flew in
from Dunkeswell to take pleasure flights. He was flat out the whole day and even took a passenger back to
Dunkeswell!

Twenty Strut members also flew in, together with a couple of visitors from Yeovilton. Most folk wandered off
for a picnic at Overbecks — the local National Trust Edwardian property with museum and exotic gardens, or
out onto the cliff path. It really was one of those really perfectly clear, light wind and sunny weather days that
all combined to make a greatly enjoyable Bolt Head event.
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European Grand Tour, May / June 2010 by Frank Mycroft

For my 80" birthday | planned a grand tour in my Europa, aiming to
land at Plock in Poland on the big day, to celebrate with my son and
his family who live in that city. We left from Dunkeswell, as we were
loaded to MAUW and Watchford Farm, where | keep the aircraft, is a
bit short. We used the short channel crossing, staying the first night in
Le Touquet. It is a pleasant 40 minute walk into town and no problem
with our wheelie bags and rucksacks, so no taxi fares and an
inexpensive, but nice place to stay. The weather was perfect, but the
radio was slightly troublesome. Then on to Beaune but the Terra radio
was getting worse and my transmissions were unreadable at one
time. People at the airfield at Beaune advised us that there was an
avionics firm at Dole only 20 miles away, so we flew there in the morning. Dole squirted some contact fluid
on the contacts at the back of the radio and that may have fixed the problem because the radio gradually
got better during the trip and was perfect by the time we got home. Dole itself was unremarkable except that
everyone we met was incredibly nice, competent and helpful; the airport staff, the cafe, the avionics shop,
the hotel owner and the restaurateur where we had dinner.

The next day, in fine weather with a strong following wind, we
whizzed down over the mountains to the west of Lyons, then down
the Rhone valley to Avignon. Avignon is really beautiful, and although
only 4 of the original 16 arches of the Pont remain, it is amazing that
even these few have withstood the power of the Rhone in flood,
although nowadays it is better controlled with dams.

Next day took us down to the coast at Cannes and along a precisely

defined route to seaward at a maximum altitude of 500 feet up past
i Nice to the lItalian border. We stayed just off the coast as the

mountains rise very steeply inland. We have previously driven along

that road which goes through tunnels and over bridges.

We landed at Albenga on the ‘ltalian Riviera', but it was disappointing.
We had intended to go from there to Bologna but decided to make an
extra stop at Genoa. It is said to have the largest 'old town' in Europe
(or perhaps the world), but I am not convinced by this claim, although
the very narrow streets and high old buildings do go on for a long
way. We liked Genoa very much and bought a painting from a local
artist, which we then transported around the rest of Europe in the
back of the plane.

Genoa airport is big and correspondingly expensive! You are met just off the runway by a "Follow Me" car
which leads you to a corner in the vast acres of concrete and then comes back when you have unpacked to
take you to the terminal, and does the reverse when you leave. However, there was no problem with Air
Traffic Control who slot you in among the airliners, but they expect you to be nippy about it.

On to Bologna next day, landing at Ozzano Emilia, a little grass airfield, beautifully maintained and selling
Mogas (preferred by my Rotax engine). An expensive taxi ride took us into Bologna which | think, on
reflection, is not worth a visit. The main square is nothing to write home about except to mention that it, like
the rest of Bologna, is defaced by graffiti everywhere. With the weather still cloudlessly blue we then went
on to Venice, landing at the nice grass airfield on the Lido. We had picked a hotel in the north-west corner of
Venice island, not far from the railway station at the end of the causeway to the mainland. It turned out to
be a pretty and lively corner of Venice and our nice little hotel (entrance under an arch in an unpromising
looking passage) was only a couple of hundred yards from the nearest vaporetti stop. We had intended to
stay for a few days in Venice but a forward view of the weather seemed to indicate that the good weather
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was about to come to an end and as our next flight was to take us through the Dolomites, between Italy and
Slovenia, and up to Leoben/Timmersdorf in Austria, we decided to move on next day.

Anyway, it was not our first visit to Venice. We got a few distant shots of the city as we climbed out of the
airfield and then made our way north. The weather was fine but very hazy and as the mountains came into
view, dimly perceived through the murk, we were glad that our GPS was going to lead us into the right
valley. The route is marked on the charts and is to be flown at about 1,000' above ground level, i.e. the
valley floor. It twists and turns and at times where the valley divides you think very carefully about which of
the valleys ahead you should take, keeping a watchful eye on the Direction Indicator and the GPS. As we
moved north the haze cleared a bit and we started to see the tops of the mountains around us. Further
north, as we passed Wolfsburg (Austria), the sky ahead became very dark and we saw a flash of lightning.
We landed at Wolfsburg to let the storm pass and | closed my Flight Plan on the radio with Wien
Information, whom | heard with perfect clarity. They must have aerials on very high ground in the vicinity!

We took off again after about twenty minutes and saw no more lightning, although the sky remained very
black and the visibility deteriorated. Approaching Zeltweg (a military airbase) | called them on their radar
frequency but got no reply; then | called them on their two tower frequencies several times, telling them my
intentions, but still nothing heard. | had flight planned to transit their zone and with high ground all round and
visibility down to VMC minima and flying at about 1,000' agl | had no intention of changing my route,
(although if asked | would have been happy to orbit somewhere until transit was convenient), so | pressed
on and in due course an enormous rain-soaked runway came into view under my port wing with nothing
moving on the ground at all. Just then, a voice on the radio called up to ask who had entered their zone
without permission. | said it was me and that | had called them on all their frequencies several times and
heard nothing and could | please proceed to my destination. They said “yes” | could and to give them their
due, they later phoned Timmersdorf to make sure | had arrived safely. We landed and were given a nice cup
of tea and biscuits at the airfield before arranging a hotel to which they drove us. They told us that they
have Eurofighters at Zeltweg but they are so expensive that they only fly them in good weather! We spent a
day in Timmersdorf (St Michael actually) enjoying the pretty countryside and then flew north to Ceske
Budejovice in the Czech Republic where the airfield was a huge ex-MIG 29 base, now largely deserted.

A ‘Follow me' car led us about 100 yards to the parking area, gave us a lift to where the taxi arrived (about
150 yards, and the same when we left, and the charge for all that was £57 - double what we paid anywhere
else including major airports like Genoa. We got a taxi into town and a train to Ceske Krumlov, a World
Heritage Site and well worth a visit. The ancient town nestles in a bend in the river and over it towers a
huge old castle, the significance of which | have already forgotten!

We spent three days there, the third because of inclement weather, and then made a short flight northwards
to Jicin to be nearer the border with Poland as the weather was still dubious. Jicin was a pretty little town,
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though very quiet, and the folks at the airfield were feeling very depressed as they had a group of Belgians
who had towed their gliders all the way from home and had only two days flying in the ten days since they
arrived. The following day (my 80" birthday) we took off for Wroclaw in Poland despite dire predictions
about the conditions over the mountains, and made it to our destination without problems. We were fifth in
the queue to land behind a Ryanair Wizzair, a Lot and another airliner, and were kept circling to the south of
the runway until our turn came. A quick lunch, then a long wait to be allowed out of the terminal building,
then a ride out to our tiny plane - just two of us in one of these huge buses that take people from aeroplanes
to the terminal building. Wroclaw to Plock, which is most of the way across Poland took only an hour and a
guarter and we landed, being careful to avoid the waterlogged bits of the field. My birthday was celebrated
in style with my family in a very nice restaurant near the cathedral.

That was Tuesday 1st June and the following Sunday we flew north to Gdansk where we spent 2 days in
what is a very impressive city. It has been beautifully restored after having been largely flattened in 1945. It
was a German city and despite its history, the restoration has put it back exactly as it was, German
inscriptions on the buildings and all.

Then a 2 hour flight to Berlin, landing at a grass field to the northwest of the city. The people at the airfield
ran us to the nearby station (and collected us from there two days later) and a fast train had us in the city in
no time. The next day, we went into the centre of Berlin and had a most interesting tour in a riverboat,
which was the coolest option on a very hot day. In view of the changeable weather we decided to split the
trip from Berlin to Cologne into two and chose to stop at Bad Gandersheim. | phoned the field and they
were very dubious about the weather but gave us permission to land if we did come. So we went, and
landed at the grass strip on the top of a hill above the town. There was no one there, but we got a taxi into
town and our hotel. Itis a very pretty little place which was preparing for its Domfestspiele which was to kick
off with a performance of Haydn’s “Creation” on the Saturday evening in the Dom. We had intended to be
away on Saturday but the weather was unsuitable so we stayed an extra night and heard a magnificent
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performance of Haydn’s work. Just outside this charming little town we visited an old convent. There was a
bronze plaque on a wall which | could not read but which
carried the word “Polen” and | feared the worst. The convent
had been an outpost of Buchenwald concentration camp with
slave labour working in a metal factory nearby. In 1944, with
the allies advancing, they moved the inmates away, but for
whatever reason marched 44 Poles into the woods nearby and
shot them. The incongruity of that atrocity in this peaceful little
place was startling.

Then on to Leverkusen, north of Cologne, where the grass
strip was like a bowling green. Someone from the flying club
ran us to the station for the train into Cologne which was en
fete for the World Cup match against Australia, with TVs in the
street cafes and great roars going up every time Germany
scored (four times). The mood must have been a little different Bad Gandersheim
a few days later!

Next day it was back to Le Touquet, then home exactly four weeks after we had left — a thoroughly
enjoyable and interesting holiday.

Belle Vue fly-in, Saturday 11th September by Jim G ale

Jet engined aircraft were flying at Belle Vue when we arrived, early on the Saturday morning. One, a
Viggen, displayed its delta plan form against the broken cloud as it raced along the runway centre line at an
altitude of about 500" and the other, a Mig 29, rolled of the top of a steep climb, dropped its undercarriage
and came in to do a full stop landing on the runway in front of the hangars. Exciting times at Belle Vue!

You've got it.... they were jet powered model aircraft flown by members of the Large Aeromodel Club! With
the impromptu show over, we set about preparing for the fly-in although, shame to say, the weather didn'’t
look too promising. In fact, throughout the day we could not see Dartmoor clearly nor Brown Willey at all.

Despite the weather, 17 aircraft slowly found their way, coming from Roche, Bodmin, Dunkeswell, and strips
to the north of Bristol and east of Lyneham. Don and Gill had the BBQ going, serving thick succulent
burgers and fat popping sausages as well as Gill's delicious home made fruit scones with Devon clotted
cream and strawberry jam. Copious amounts of tea and coffee were also drunk. The visitors by air and road
all had a pleasant day, meeting and greeting and between them, chipped in £38 for our nominated charity,
the British Legion.
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At about 3pm, after a lot of nagging and a general Safetycom broadcast, the modellers gave another
exhibition of their model jet aircraft flying. The two slots were limited to about 6 minutes flying time as each
aircraft carried 4 litres of paraffin fuel which was burning at the rate of a half a litre per min. This equates to
30 litres per hour, which is much more than most of our own passenger carrying aircraft!

The model airshow may well become a feature of Belle Vue's fly-in next year, so watch out for
announcements. Our thanks go to Don and Gill Easterbrook for their ever hospitable welcome. Derek Boyce
was busy taking photos of the event, more of which can be seen on his Flickr online album.

EASA Medical by Karl Martin

A few weeks ago, | met Helmut in Provence. His wife introduced him as a medical doctor. Thinking that he
would be a good chap with whom to discuss evidence based regulations relating to gliding, | mentioned the
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topic of new medical requirements for pilots. He mentioned he was a neuro this and a neuro that, among
other qualifications beginning with neuro. His chest inflated, so much so that even with a high density
altitude it seemed likely he would float away. Then he mentioned he was a lifelong professional AME
practitioner in Germany and currently an advisor, oops, | mean consultant, to a well known airline, no less. |
wish | could say at that point he really did float away. Sadly, he did not. Here, briefly, for what it is worth, is
the essence of the case he made in favour of increasing the standard of medical requirements (an irritating
phrase as it implies nothing but goodness). Who could possibly oppose increased standards? Truly
excellent spin, however:

First, on “that island” - he could not bring himself to name it correctly (more spin, implies “little island” hence
irrelevant), GPs are well informed about their patients. There is continuity of contact between GP and
patient. Detailed records follow those who move. Hence, the NPPL works because the GP knows the pilot's
medical history. Not so in many parts of mainland Europe (big important mainland — you get the drift). Here,
a pilot can seek a medical certificate from an AME found in the Yellow Pages. The AME knows nothing
about the pilot beforehand, so the pilot can lie about conditions which, if known, would prevent him from
flying. Hence, the medical check has to be more thorough to catch the rogue pilot. Note the juxtaposition of
rogue and pilot, without a shred of evidence. This is a classic slur, excellent spin and will be used by hacks
everywhere.

Secondly, there is the issue of liability of the AME. On “that island” the medic / AME is not legally liable for
damages arising from an accident caused by a medical condition. There, the pilot is always at fault and if he
dies as a result of an aero-accident what more proof does one need, ipso facto. In mainland Europe the
AME is liable, (without any supporting evidence regarding historical significance). So, specific professional
insurance is required and insurance companies dictate the standard of investigation required from AMES in
order to be covered. Naturally, they set the standard as high as they can, for the purest of motives; self
interest!

So, | said “You have a system which works, as do we. Why not recognise each other’'s system?”
“Regulatory harmonisation” he said. “That sounds like another magical, musical word which avoids looking
at the evidence. Who could possibly object to “Harmonisation™?” | said. “More “motherhood and apple pie”,
one can never criticise them”. Mary F Poppins rules, | thought!

Just then, Hans intervened to tell us about his experience with AMEs. As a former astronaut, he had been
tested for all known medical conditions over many months. He had reached a conclusion about AMEs and
their approach, saying: “AMEs like testing their subjects and are pleased when they uncover a medical
defect, no matter how small. It makes them feel important and justifies their large fees and larger salaries”.
“In fact, AMEs place pilots into two categories: those who have been tested enough to find a problem and
those who have not yet been tested enough.”

This sounded like a well rehearsed punch line. It was funny, so | chuckled. But when | saw the apoplectic
look on Helmut's face, | could hardly contain myself. Now, this had become hilarious. Hans and | nearly
floated away.

Unfortunately, as matters stand, | cannot see who will have the last laugh or should that be the last
experience of “schadenfreude”. (Names have been changed to protect the guilty).

Personal Insurance Recommendation: Stein Financial

| recently had to renew a term life insurance policy and my insurer wanted to hike the rates by almost 75%
because of my private flying (I don't think I'm that bad!). Previously, they had not imposed an additional
premium for this “increased risk”. After shopping around the usual price comparison sites, | encountered
similar problems — it appears that an increasing number of companies are now introducing a loading for any
level of private flying.
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Slightly sceptically, | contacted Stein Financial based in Swindon and who advertise in Light Aviation to see
what they might offer. | was very impressed. Russ Stein clearly understands amateur aviators and has a
good handle on which insurers load premiums for private pilots and which have the best rates for differing
levels of flying. In my case, he found a company (one of the majors) which presently does not apply a
loading and so saved me about £150 per annum. Russ and his team were helpful, friendly and very
efficient. | will continue to use him and | feel other Strut members seeking life insurance might find a call to
him worthwhile.
