Where has summer gone? We are all long overdue a spell of good weather, must be on its way soon!

The 'Wings and Wheels' Rally at Dunkeswell will take place over the weekend of 14th — 15th July and promises to be a great
celebration of vintage cars, motorbikes, military vehicles, re-enactors and much more. [including a 208 Sqdn Hawk display on
Saturday 14" — Ed!].

We have already had a few offers of help but many hands, as they say, make light work, so if you can spare any time to help with
these activities on either of the days or with setting up the tents on Friday and taking them down on Sunday afternoon then please get in touch with
any committee member. The Strut needs you!

As you will recall from my previous writings, there are several governance issues still being worked on by the LAA and its relationships with Struts
and type clubs. Linked to this is the situation regarding insurance for events. Together they represent a complex and very time consuming piece of
work. All of the committee are working very hard to ensure we uphold the best interest of our members. From all that is going on, it is reasonable
to assume that there will be some changes as a result. It would not be appropriate to speculate what these might be or their likely impact but we will
keep you informed of any developments.

Don't forget that the Olympic airspace restrictions come into force on 14th July, the first day of our rally. With the risk of interception, licence
suspension and prosecution, anyone with an ounce of sense will be staying well away from the restricted zones around London. However,
Weymouth is quite close by, especially for those who might want to make a trip to the Isle of Wight. The northern part of the restricted zone cuts
through Dorchester and the western boundary in half way down Chesil Beach towards Lyme Regis, so please take great care if you intend going
anywhere near.

On the same tack, we all have a part to play in Project Pegasus. Just to remind everyone, it's a kind of aviation neighbourhood watch scheme
providing a way to report suspicious activity.
